around.

When asked about the job, the US embassy said in an email that it "has to deal with technical operation involving netebainitaland Internet/Cellular
systems which sometimes [requires] candidates to climb poles or radio towers."

The job description says that the agent's responsibilities will be "developing, maintaining, and managing state atthiearsteveillance equipment and
tracking devices," and he or she will need to prove "up to date knowledge of modern eletitemricand state of the art investigative technology."

"Basically bugging and spy shit."

Given that, it's likely the embassy wants the agent to climb up poles and towers to install surveillance gear. As tliefdhekphts Stickboy Bangkok put it,
this is "basically bugging and spy shit."

If you're wondering how common it is for an arm of the US government to be openly looking-fikesgkills in the open, Googling "must be able to climb poles
or radio tower" only returns this job opening, whiws been posted a few times in the last month. Sounds like a unique opportunity!
